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Redefining Burials: A Survey of Evidence of Hellenistic Tombs in Pontus-Paphlagonia
A number of Hellenistic graves were uncovered in the Southern Black Sea region by different rescue excavations of the local museums. While some of these graves remain till to date unpublished, some were published previously published in scattered locations and often  insufficiently. The goal of this paper is to review some of the data on the tombs from the Hellenistic Period and discuss their types and inventories. By analyzing and comparing the graves and grave gifts in relation with similar examples in the neighboring regions, the paper aims to put into the light the cultural and chronological ties between the Southern and Western Black Sea regions.
